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Prison Services Descriptions-Varies Per ASPC

Sex Offender Education and Treatment Program (SOETP): Based on

a cognitive-behavioral and relapse prevention model of assessment and
treatment. Evidence-based treatment and best practices assist the offender
in managing sexually exploitative behavior, thereby reducing the risk of
re-offending. Treatment components include acknowledging responsibility
for offending behavior, recognizing and modifying cognitive distortions,
managing deviant sexual urges and impulses, developing victim empathy,
enhancing social competencies, and acquiring relapse prevention skills.
Participants are expected and encouraged to take an active role in treatment
by attending weekly psycho-educational classes, group therapies, relapse
prevention groups, quarterly treatment plan reviews, and completing specific
homework assignments.

Inside Out Dad Parenting Class: An evidence-based program, proven to
develop pro-fathering attitudes, knowledge, and skills, giving fathers the
necessary strategies to prepare them for release. The core program sessions
feature unique exercises and research-based tools and techniques to
encourage fathering from the inside. The reentry sessions help fathers prepare
for responsibilities and challenges they will face on the outside.

Cognitive Restructuring: Prepares residents for reentry through training in a
variety of life skills

(S.AAG.E): Led by a Therapist, provides a range of Substance Abuse Education
and Treatment Services

Recovery Support Specialist (R.S.S.) led by a Therapist: Inmates are prepared to
teach and facilitate groups with other offenders about substance abuse and
recovery.

Moderate Substance Abuse Treatment: Help inmates address their
addiction issues and learn to live drug-free, prosocial lifestyles. The program
is delivered by licensed counselors and involves 100 hours of treatment to be
completed in 6 months, and its curriculum includes up to 3 phases. The first
phase uses a program called Living in Balance that educates inmates

on concepts such as addiction, triggers and cravings, planning for sobriety,
spirituality, skills for reducing

stress, and relapse prevention. The second phase uses a program called
Cognitive-Behavioral Interventions

for Substance Abuse that uses CBT to teach cognitive restructuring, emotional
regulation, social skills and problem solving, and behavioral practices. The
third phase is for female inmates only and uses a workbook called Women in
Recovery: Understanding Addiction to address topics such as gender roles
and identity,

how addiction impacts women versus men, and how addiction impacts
sexuality and intimate relationships

Courage to Change -Change Companies: The Courage to Change
Interactive Journaling® System is an evidence-based supervision/case
management model developed in collaboration with several United States
Probation Offices.

Through the use of this cognitive-behavioral Interactive Journaling®

System and interaction with their support team, participants address their
individual problem areas based on a criminogenic risk and needs assessment.
Implementation is flexible and can be customized based on risk, responsivity
and programming needs.

By personalizing the information presented in the Journals to their own
circumstances, participants will develop a record of their commitments and
progress throughout probation and a roadmap to success in their efforts to
make positive behavior change

Moral Recognition Therapy (MRT): MRT is based on the idea that a
person’s thoughts, beliefs, and attitudes are the main factors that determine
their behavior. It's intended to help inmates improve their moral reasoning,
decision-making, and pro-social behavior.

MRT is also used to treat people with drug use, alcohol abuse, gambling

addiction, and other compulsive behaviors. It's also effective in treating people
with anger management issues.

Go Further: A program that helps inmates reenter society by providing
educational courses and training workshops. The program is based on the
idea of a highway, using a common framework and terminology to help
everyone understand the reentry process. The program’s goal is to reduce
recidivism by providing inmates with access to training and education in areas
like behavior modification and career counseling.

Reentry (Merging Two Worlds): The Arizona Department of Corrections
(ADC) modified the ASU M2W curriculum to assist adult offenders with their
re-entry into the community. The ADC Re-entry curriculum outlines steps

to take before release as well as steps to take after release. The information
included in this curriculum assists inmates in writing resumes, developing life-
skills, assessing services such as transportation, planning a budget, obtaining
employment, furthering education, outlining employment strategies,
interviewing techniques, parenting skills, health care services and many other
resources. It is designed to be delivered in 8 weeks.

T. Gorski Relapse Prevention: This model allows individuals to identify
and address early warning signs of relapse through the following nine
steps: stabilization, assessment, relapse education, identifying warning
signs, managing warning signs, recovery planning, inventory training, family
involvement, and follow up.

The Triple Parenting Program: Covers parenting tips and strategies for
managing relationships between inmates and their children.

The Red Program: A specialized program aimed at addressing substance

abuse issues through counseling and group support, helping inmates recover
from addiction.

S.M.A.R.T. Recovery: SMART Recovery is a fresh approach to addiction
recovery. SMART stands for Self-Management and Recovery Training. This
is more than an acronym: it is a transformative method of moving from
addictive substances and negative behaviors to a life of positive self-regard
and willingness to change

Second Chance Center: For inmates who are soon to be released. This is a
pre-release program that helps incarcerated inmates to be successful in their
lives upon release.

Convergent Case Management (CCM): Allows for a Case Manager to work
with the inmate and assist the inmate in reaching realistic goals upon release
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Alternatives to Violence Program (AVP): A program that helps reduce
violence in prisons and the community through workshops. The program is
based on the belief that people have the ability to find non-violent ways to
respond to conflict. AVP’s workshops teach skills such as:

Communication: Improving listening skills and assertive expression,
Cooperation: Developing cooperative attitudes, Creative conflict resolution:
Getting in touch with one’s inner power to resolve violence, Managing strong
feelings: Learning to manage anger and fear,

Dealing with risk and danger: Learning to deal with risk and danger more

effectively, and Building relationships: Learning to build good relationships
with other people

Victim Impact/The Impact on Crime Victims (ICVC) program: A 10-session
course offered to inmates in Arizona prisons. The program is designed to teach
inmates about the impact their crimes have had on their victims.

RDAP (substance abuse-intensive/moderate treatment): A unit-based
residential program that involves daily group programming activities,
individual counseling, and a great deal of peer-based interaction. The program
takes 9-12 months to complete.

Continuum of Care Program: Pairs inmates with Transitional Case Managers
during their last 2-12 months of incarceration to help them set goals for their
future. After release, inmates are introduced to a Post Release Case Manager
who works with them for up to one year

Recovery Support Specialist (R.S.S): Led by a therapist, Inmates are
prepared to teach and facilitate groups with other offenders about substance
abuse and recovery.

Changing Offender Behavior: A complete evidence-based system based

on research demonstrating that antisocial thoughts and cognitive skill deficits
are causally related to criminal behavior. The program targets these antisocial
thoughts and skill deficits by using a behavioral approach that includes
modeling, rehearsing, and rewarding. Through this program component,
participants will learn: to identify situations, thoughts and feelings that are high
risk for criminal behavior. to replace cognitive distortions with rational thoughts.
problem-solving, coping and social skills. to plan alternative, responsible
responses to replace antisocial responses to situations. to evaluate their behavior
and reinforce their responsible behaviors.
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Arizona State Prisons Visitor Dress Code Per AZ Department of Corrections Rehabilitation and

Reentry Department Order Manual

Chapter: 900 Inmate Programs and Services Department Order: 911 - Inmate Visitation

2.15 Visitor Dress Code

2.15.1 All clothing shall be clean, worn in good repair, non-offensive, and within
the bounds of common decency.

2.15.2 Visitors shall not wear any article of clothing fabricated with spandex-like
material or clothing that is orange in color. Sheer, see through and/or open-
netted clothing is prohibited.

2.15.3 Visitors are prohibited from wearing medical scrub clothing to visitation.

2.154 Visitors requesting to visit in military uniforms shall be permitted to visit in
dress uniforms only.

2.15.5 Visitors are prohibited from wearing camouflage clothing to visitation.

2.15.6 All visitors are prohibited from wearing any clothing that resembles the
clothing worn by Department security staff. Visitors are prohibited from wearing
any shade of brown, tan, or khaki-colored clothing, such as solid light tan or light
brown-colored shirts; or dark brown-colored pants or slacks.

2157 If a visitor, upon initial registration, is not in compliance with the Visitor
Dress Code, visitation staff shall notify the assigned Duty Officer or the Chief
of Security during normal business hours, who will determine if the visitor
will be given an opportunity to leave the prison grounds and return dressed
appropriately.

Additional Information

2.15.8 The dress code for visitors (age five and over) is:

2.15.8.1 Shorts shall be knee length, when standing. Jogging shorts, cut-offs,
or hip huggers are prohibited. 2.15.8.2 Skirts and dresses shall be knee length,
when standing. Slits in skirts and dresses shall not extend above mid-thigh
when seated.

2.15.8.3 Sleeveless tops or dresses; tank/muscle shirts, tube, and halter tops; tops
that are strapless; spaghetti straps; tops that allow display of bare midriff; tops
that are deeply or narrowly cut in the front or back, or under the arms; mesh
clothing; body suits; and swimsuits are prohibited.

2.15.84 Tops of clothing shall be no lower than the person’s collarbone in the
front and back. No cleavage shall be exposed.

2.15.8.5 Undergarments or undershorts shall be worn at all times.

2.15.8.6 Shoes shall be worn at all times; sandals and/or slippers are prohibited.
2.15.8.7 A wig or clip-on hair piece may be worn if medical documentation is
provided and justfies the need.

2.15.8.8 Pajamas or other nightwear shall not be worn.
